The speaker will discuss the state of relations between the majority community of Hindus and the Muslim minority in India. The alliance winning the 1999 elections is led by the Hindu-nationalist party BJP which has long been demanding that Muslims submit to Hindu majority concerns more clearly. The speaker will explore whether this attitude has influenced government policy since and strained relations between the communities. He will also look at attempts by the BJP to broaden its appeal and make inroads into the Muslim support base. Irfan Engineer has long been associated with the Centre for the Study of Society and Secularism in Bombay, a Non-Government Research organization, actively involved in making studies of social and political issues facing Indian Muslims, and advocating secularism as a basis of constructive co-habitation of India's various religious communities. He is also Associate Editor of the "Indian Journal of Secularism." 
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
