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Summary 

In this lecture I will study the globalization of South Asian Islam by comparing three proselytizing Islamic movements from British India which are today active on a global scale:

1) the Ahmadiyya founded at the end of the 19th century by Mirza Ghulam Ahmad

2) the Tablighi Jama'at 

3) the Jama'at-i Islami

The latter two are rival organizations founded in 1927 by Muhammad Ilyas and by Mawdudi in 1941 respectively. The lecture will contrast the organisations' interpretations of the two basic interrelated Islamic concepts of "Da'wa" (call to islam) and "Jihad" (sacred fight on the way of Allah). Although all three movements share the aim of conquering the world for Islam, they differ in their views on the necessary and permissible means to reach this end
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
