Alain Roussillon is Directeur de Recherche at the Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique
(CNRS), which he joined in 1986. He is the former director of the Centre Jacques Berque in Rabat
(Morocco) and the current head of the Centre d'Etude et de documentation économique juridique et
social (CEDEJ) in Cairo.

After studies in philosophy and Arabic (he holds an Agrégation d'arabe), he obtained his doctorate
from the Sorbonne (Paris 1l1) in 1994. Entitled Réforme sociale et identité, his dissertation was
supervised by Mohamed Arkoun.
